Grounds Crew Internship

experience, or those who are looking for extended summer internship hours.
Some aspects of this internship include:

* Assisting in pre-game field care including painting lines, raking dirt
and filling bases

®* Manage daily upkeep of stadium including fixing broken seat parts,
doors, etc.

* Work to assist in putting up and displaying all sponsor signage on-
field

* Be the point of contact for all non-baseball events at stadium
