Broadcast Media Internship

production and execution of the team’s home broadcasts on the Futures 
League Network. Some aspects of this internship include: 

• Camera operation 
• On-mic interviews 
• Play-by-play broadcasting 
• Public Address Announcing 
• Set-up and breakdown of broadcast equipment 
• Directing Futures League Broadcasts 
• Creating and displaying broadcast graphics 

Interns will also work on non-gamedays if a non-baseball event is happening 
at the stadium or if field upkeep is required. Compensation is hourly and 
based on a weekly schedule.
